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AGREEMENT OF ASSOCIATION BETWEEN

AMERICAN JEWISH COMMITTEE

AND

EURO-ASIAN JEWISH CONGRESS

The American Jewish Committee (AJC) and the Euro-Asian Jewish Congress (EAJC), in keeping with our shared commitment to the well-being and defense of the Jewish people throughout the world and in Israel, have agreed to establish an association to advance our joint interests and more fully serve our constituencies.

We enter into the association in furtherance of our respective institutional goals and a spirit of mutual respect, appreciating the considerable experience, capability and dedication of each party, and the natural synergy of our organizations, interests and activities.


As we forge a relationship that preserves the autonomy and independence of each agency, we recognize the substantial congruity between our organizations, missions and programmatic activities.  Both EAJC and AJC seek to strengthen Jewish communal life; raise the Jewish profile and advocate for Jewish concerns; enhance Israel’s security, peace and diplomatic normalization; combat anti-Semitic and other hate groups in our own societies and strengthen the forces of democratic pluralism;  promote education and memory of the Holocaust and counteract the dissemination of Holocaust revisionism; counter the influence of Islamic extremism and other movements inimical to the security and welfare of the Jewish people; and encourage greater dialogue and understanding within the Diaspora and between Israelis and Jews in other lands.


Both AJC and EAJC believe that these complex and critical issues can be adequately addressed only though a carefully honed strategy based on sophisticated research and analysis, a well-calibrated balance between private diplomacy and public advocacy, the fullest possible international cooperation among Jewish institutions and communities, and a commitment to the long term.

The EAJC-AJC association is intended to enable the routine exchange of research, analysis, publications, archival data and other material between our two agencies, including a link-up of our respective web sites.  On all matters of common interest, each organization will endeavor to consult with the other on an ongoing basis to share ideas and concerns and to explore potential areas of collaboration, such as publications, media presentations and research projects, international and local forums, fighting anti-Semitism, and cooperating on the issues of restitution of Jewish communal property. 

The association between AJC and EAJC may include, but will not be limited to, joint sponsorship of research and publications, conferences and exchange programs.


The financial dimension of the AJC-EAJC association will be determined on a project-by-project basis, with the two organizations together resolving the appropriate monetary arrangements as each joint activity is proposed.  It is understood that this association is a voluntary arrangement which entails no financial obligation of either party to the other, nor the assumption of any liability by either party for the actions of the other, whether taken in pursuit of the objectives of this association or otherwise, without prior explicit written consent.  This agreement is explicitly not intended to establish a partnership or joint venture between the parties hereto.


EAJC and AJC will each determine the most advantageous means to display the agencies’ association, but each expects to note the relationship in such publications as Annual Reports and other suitable materials.  Each organization enters into this association fully supportive of the benefits in our own and other countries of a public affiliation between our agencies.


This agreement does not preclude either party from working in collaboration with any other organization on particular projects or causes.  At any time, either party may dissolve this association, subject to 30 days’ written notice to the other party.


We enter into this agreement in the hope and belief that the association of EAJC and AJC not only will increase the reach and effectiveness for our two organizations but also will serve the best interests of the respective Jewish communities, as well as the Jewish people generally.

This agreement will go into effect upon the signature of this document by authorized representatives of both organizations, including the AJC’s Board of Governors, and shall be announced simultaneously by mutually-agreed on press releases to be issued by EAJC and AJC.
